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The purpose of this form

This form is provided by Courts Advertising, a specialist statutory advertising agency, for use if you were a Director of a company that has gone into insolvency proceedings and are (or will be) involved with another business using a name that would otherwise be prohibited under the law. 

To ensure that your involvement with the new business is conducted in accordance with the law (Section 216 of the Insolvency Act 1986) you need to publish a notice in the relevant Gazette (the government official newspaper) to inform the public of your intention. You also need to send a copy of the notice by post to all the creditors of the insolvent company of which you are aware. 

Complete and return this form to Courts Advertising to arrange for publication of the notice in the Gazette. A copy of the notice will be sent to you so that you can send it by post to the creditors. Note that if more than one Director intends to act a notice must be published for each.

However, this form may not be used if you have already acted in breach of Section 216 of the Insolvency Act 1986 – for basic information about this law see page 4 of the form, and if you are in any doubt about your legal position then contact the insolvency practitioner dealing with the affairs of your company, seek independent legal advice, or contact your local Citizens’ Advice Bureau.

Notes:

Section 216(3) of the Insolvency Act 1986, which is referred to above, lists the activities that a director of a company that has gone into insolvent liquidation may not undertake without the court giving leave or the application of an exception created under Rules made under the Insolvency Act 1986.  (This includes Rule 4.228 of the Insolvency Rules 1986.)  These activities are, 

(a) acting as a director of another company that is known by a name which is either the same as a name used by the company in insolvent liquidation in the period of 12 months ending on the day before it entered liquidation or is so similar as to suggest an association with that company,

(b) directly or indirectly being concerned or taking part in the promotion, formation or management of any such company, or

(c) directly or indirectly being concerned in the carrying on of a business otherwise than through a company under a name of the kind mentioned in (a) above.

This notice is given in pursuance of Rule 4.223 of the Insolvency Rules 1986 where the business of a company which is in, or may go into, insolvent liquidation is, or is to be, carried on otherwise than by the company in liquidation with the involvement of a director of that company and under the same or a similar name to that of that company.  The purpose of the giving of this notice is to permit the director to act in these circumstances where the company enters (or has entered) insolvent liquidation without the director committing a criminal offence and in the case of the carrying on of the business through another company, being personally liable for that company’s debts.

Notice using this form may be given where the director giving the notice is already the director of a company that proposes to adopt a prohibited name.
